A team of cardiac researchers 
led by Ottawa scientists has 
launched groundbreaking 
clinical trials of a stem cell 
therapy that helps the heart 
heal itself. 

Each year, about 70,000 
Canadians suffer a heart at-
tack. Many patients return 
to health after treatment, but 
others suffer from scarring, 
which affects the chance of 
long-term survival. 

“Scar tissue leads to stretch-
ing of the heart and that leads 
to consequences, including 

heart failure and early death,” 
says Dr. Duncan Stewart, 
chief executive and scientific 
director of The Ottawa Hospi-
tal Research Institute and the 
trial’s lead principal investi-
gator.

This trial enlists stem cells 
and their amazing ability to 
help organs regenerate. The 
first study participant is Har-
riet Garrow, 68, who had a 
heart attack on July 2 at home 
in Cornwall. 

After her heart stopped 
beating, Garrow was resusci-
tated by paramedics and 
taken to a hospital in Corn-
wall, then transferred to the 

University of Ottawa Heart 
Institute. 

She received all available 
heart attack therapies, includ-
ing opening up a blocked ar-
tery with a balloon catheter, 
but her heart still had exten-
sive damage. She agreed to 
the experimental therapy and 
had an infusion on July 25. 

Like all the participants, 
Garrow doesn’t know if she 
received stem cells, lab-en-
hanced stem cells, or a pla-
cebo. But she notes that on 
Sunday she walked up the 13 
stairs in her home for the first 
time since her heart attack.

“I feel good,” she says. “Not 

quite back to normal, but bet-
ter than last week.”

In about a dozen studies on 
about 2,000 patients, stem 
cells have already been prov-
en to have modest but prom-
ising benefits. The problem 
is heart attack patients’ stem 
cells don’t have the same 
healing powers as those from 
young, healthy patients, says 
Stewart. 

Heart attack patients, often 
in their 60s or older, have 
cells that have been exposed 
to high blood pressure, dia-
betes and other conditions, 
and the cells have been dam-
aged. 

So there’s a twist to this 
therapy. It rejuvenates the 
cells, which are extracted 
from the patient’s own blood 
soon after a heart attack. The 
cells are enhanced with extra 
copies of a gene, endothelial 
nitric oxide synthase, which is 
essential to blood vessel func-
tion. The enhanced cells are 
then returned to the patient 
through an infusion. 

The entire process, from 
extracting the cells to the in-
fusion, takes about six days. 
Then the cells go to work to 
stimulate heart repair, reduce 
scar tissue and restore the 
heart’s ability to pump blood 
efficiently.

Groundbreaking stem cell study promises new era for victims of heart attack

A 16-year-old boy used “de-
ception” and “mind games” 
to convince his teenaged girl-
friend to strip in Ottawa and 
Gatineau clubs and hand her 
earnings over to him, but he 
is not guilty of human traf-
ficking, a judge ruled Thurs-
day.

Though what the teen did 
“was morally deplorable and 
was a form of exploitation,” 
Justice Ann Alder was not 
persuaded that he threatened 
his girlfriend’s safety — an 
element necessary in the hu-
man trafficking charge.

“He preyed on a vulner-
able, confused young woman, 
promising his love and de-
votion to get her to dance 
and give him the money 
she made,” Alder wrote her 
48-page ruling. “He made 
it such that she wanted to 
please him — she wanted him 
to protect and love her. How-
ever, I am not satisfied he 
caused her to dance because 
she believed her safety was 
threatened if she did not.”

Though acquitted of the 
most serious charges, includ-
ing living off the avails of a 
prostitute, the teen was con-
victed of zapping her with a 
Taser and encouraging his 
friend to shoot her with a 
paintball gun. 

The accused is now 18 years 
old, but he cannot be named 
because he was a minor in the 
summer and fall of 2011 when 
the incidents occurred.

Alder found that he select-
ed the clubs for his girlfriend, 
instructed her to hustle and 
helped her pick out outfits 
for dancing. But while he en-
couraged her to perform “ex-
tras,” the girl testified during 
the trial she only had sex for 
money.

“While there is evidence 
that on one occasion she en-
gaged in an act of prostitu-
tion, that does not make her a 
prostitute,” Alder ruled, add-
ing that the $100 she handed 
over to her boyfriend for that 
single act “is not sufficient to 
support a conviction for the 
offence” of living off the avails 
of a prostitute.

The girl said she met her 
boyfriend in August 2011 and 
began stripping days later 
under his direction. She used 
her older sister’s identifica-
tion until he gave her two 
fake identification cards that 
said she was born in 1991.

“I was having a lot of prob-
lems at home and he came in 
saying he would look after 
me,” she told the court. 

She left home to live either 
at a motel where her boy-
friend would occasionally join 
her or at one of his friends’ 
homes, she said.

She gave her boyfriend her 
earnings as part of a plan to 
save up to buy a house togeth-
er. If she didn’t make enough, 
he would call her a slacker, 
she said. 

The first time he zapped 
her with the Taser was as a 
“joke” while she was drunk, 
she testified. The next mor-
ning, he zapped her again on 
the arm and it left a mark.

Alder found that while the 
accused did hit her, the girl 
exaggerated the abuse in her 
testimony.

“He is a fit young man, over 
six feet tall, and if he hit some-
one 10 times a day, every day 
the hardest he could, there 
would be marks and/or injur-
ies,” Alder ruled.

The accused testified in his 
own defence. 

His lawyer, James Harbic, 
said he was “very pleased” 
his client was acquitted of hu-
man trafficking. 

“That was a big charge,” he 
said. 

Sentencing has been sched-
uled for Oct. 21.

It was a sunny afternoon in 
early August when Ross 
and Fran Misner heard 

the mother’s screams coming 
from the park.

What now? More, it turns 
out, of the same.

The Orléans couple’s home 
backs onto a city park in the 

Convent Glen area, not far off 
Voyageur Drive. The park is 
squarish, bisected by a paved 
bicycle path, and forms a link 
in a ribbon of green space 
headed toward the Ottawa 
River.

It also has an unusual 
designation: dogs are permit-
ted off leash, despite a chil-
dren’s play structure and a 
large, sandy area for swing 
sets.

On Aug. 8, an at-large dog 
had bounded by a 13-month-
old boy near the slides, then 
aimed his paws at another 
toddler, 22 months old, leav-
ing both in tears. 

Caroline Lemieux-Théoret, 
the older boy’s mother, began 
to scream. 

The dog owner, alerted to 
the noise, began yelling at the 
animal, adding to the com-
motion.

“Are we waiting for a child 
to be badly hurt or bitten?,” 
Lemieux-Théoret asked in an 
email to her councillor.

Indeed, Fran Misner goes 
further: “Every day is like a 
game of Russian roulette.”

The boys were not hurt, but 
the incident left Lemieux-
Théoret shaken, particularly 
after the dog owner refused 
to provide his name, quickly 
departing the park.

An isolated incident?
Not so much. 

Misner, a 30-year resident, 
has compiled a list of dog-re-
lated problems in the park, 
including her husband being 
bitten.

“We are hearing two or 
more incidents a week 

where, all of a sudden, there 
is snapping and snarling and 
people yelling and screaming 
and swearing at each other,” 
she said this week.

the NROL-65 satellite, with 
a secret payload classified by 
the U.S. National Reconnais-
sance Office.

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A controversial proposal for 
a new landfill on Carp Road 
has won provincial approval 
in the face of concerns about 
odour, pollution, traffic and 
size of the facility.

The Ontario environment 
ministry announced Thurs-
day that it has approved plans 
for the West Carleton En-
vironmental Centre after an 
environmental assessment 
and public consultation.

“It means the project can

Olivia Nixon, who repre-
sents a coalition of citizens’ 
groups that campaigned to 
stop the landfill, disagrees. 

“It’s a recipe for disaster,” 
she said. “This landfill sits on 
fractured limestone which is 
highly vulnerable to ground-
water contamination. There 
will be odour. Carp Road is 
already over-congested.

DND officials are waiting 
for Public Works and Govern-
ment Services Canada to OK 
the necessary changes that 
would see the acceptance of 
interim Cyclone helicopters 

from aircraft manufacturer 
Sikorsky.

The company was suppos-
ed to deliver the Cyclones to 
the Canadian military start-
ing in November 2008. Deliv-
eries of all 28 aircraft, to re-
place the air force’s Sea Kings, 
were to be completed by ear-

ly 2011. But Sikorsky has yet 
to turn over a single helicop-
ter to Canada and the $5-bil-
lion project has been saddled 
with various problems.

Instead, Sikorsky is offering 
to provide Canada with what 
the firm is calling interim 
helicopters; aircraft not fully 

outfitted with all of the ne-
cessary equipment. It would 
then deliver fully-compliant 
aircraft starting in 2015.

Senior government officials, 
including deputy ministers at 
DND and Public Works, have 
been meeting regularly since 
December 2011 with Sikor-
sky representatives to pave 
the way for the delivery of the 
interim helicopters, accord-
ing to the DND briefing notes 
from December 2012 and Feb-
ruary and March 2013.

our seven-year-old cat 
brings up hairballs on a 
regular basis (about every 
two to three weeks). the 
problem is that after 
each episode, she stops 
eating and cannot keep 
anything down for a couple 
of days. she still urinates 
and defecates normally, 
however. During our last 
visit to the vet for her 
annual vaccinations, we 
were told that she was 
healthy. is this potentially a 
serious problem and should 
we do anything about it?

A ll cats will bring up 
a hairball (called a 
trichobezoar) from 

time to time, and that is 
quite natural. This is because 
cats groom themselves on 
a daily basis and can swal-
low large amounts of hair in 
the process. This hair mixes 
with their food and is passed 
through the stomach and 
intestines harmlessly, and 
comes out in the stools. 

In the case of your cat, hair 
may be accumulating in her 
stomach and be irritating the 
stomach lining, resulting in 
vomiting.   

While vomiting up an oc-
casional hairball is quite nor-
mal, if it occurs on a regu-
lar basis — more than one or 
two times per month — there 
may be an underlying medic-
al problem. 

For example, hairballs can 
be a symptom of an under-
lying intestinal inflamma-
tion, known as inflammatory 
bowel disease (IBD). Cats 
with IBD groom themselves 
excessively in order to swal-
low hair as a means of pro-
tecting their inflamed and 
irritated stomachs and intes-
tines. 

Another possible reason for 
vomiting up hairballs is an 
adverse food reaction such 
as a food allergy or a dietary 
intolerance. A cat suffering 
from a food allergy will often 
swallow lots of grass or large 
amounts of hair in order to 
fill their stomach in order to 
reduce their discomfort and/
or induce vomiting. 

In other cases, there may 
be gastric motility issues (i.e. 
changes in the emptying time 
of the stomach) that can lead 
to hair retention and hair-
balls. Gastric motility is af-
fected by factors such as anx-
iety, stress, feeding dry cat 
food and constipation. 

In some rare cases, cats 
with an obsessive-compulsive 
disorder (OCD) will groom 
themselves compulsively and 
swallow abnormal amounts 

of hair. Their OCD is often 
the result of stress or anx-
iety. Behaviour modification 
drugs may reduce their stress 
or anxiety levels and put a 
stop to the excessive groom-
ing, and thereby reduce the 
incidence of hairballs.

Make another appoint-
ment with your veterinarian 
so that he or she can take an 
in-depth dietary history from 
you and do some laboratory 
tests (blood and urine) and 
possibly an abdominal X-ray. 
If IBD is suspected, an intes-
tinal biopsy may also be indi-
cated. If everything checks 
out fine, a simple change in 
diet or medication to reduce 
stress may resolve the prob-
lem. 

An occasional hairball can 
be easily managed by using 
hairball remedies avail-
able from your veterinar-
ian. These medications usu-
ally contain a safe lubricant 
that aids the passage of hair-
balls through the digest-
ive tract. There are also spe-
cial diets available (e.g. Sci-
ence Diet Hairball Control) 
that control and reduce the 
incidence of hairballs. You 
should also groom your cat 
more frequently to reduce 
the amount of hair that can 
be swallowed.

In one afternoon, I learned 
how to save a man — well, 
a surgical mannequin — in 
cardiac arrest, repair a torn 
meniscus using state-of-the-art 
arthroscopic knee surgery and 
diagnose an inflamed bowel 
at the Ottawa Hospital’s Skills 
and Simulation Centre.

Imagine what a real doctor 
could do.

Flush with a $600,000 gift 
from RBC regional president 
Jeff Boyd, hospital staff invited 
media to experience high-tech 

surgical mannequins that 
interns and surgeons use to 
learn the latest techniques.

The Ottawa Hospital is 
home to one of the most 
technically advanced surgical- 
simulation centres in North 
America, and trains young sur-
geons from all over the world.

At the Centre, surgeons 
can practise minimally inva-
sive procedures — often called 
“keyhole surgeries” — such 
as tracheotomies and arthros-
copies on lifelike dummies be-
fore they have to perform on 
the real thing.

“It’s a little bit like a be-
coming a pilot. They feel more 
comfortable working in a real-
life emergency after they’ve 
spent hours practising on a 
simulator,” said the Centre’s 
medical director, Dr. Viren  
N. Naik. “By undergoing simu-
lations in a hospital environ-
ment, our medical residents 
get to perfect those very skills 
they will use on patients.”

The mannequins  aren’t 
cheap. Costing upwards of 
$70,000 apiece, these life-
sized silicone patients come 
wired with animatronics pro-
grammed to exhibit symp-
toms of distress, such as 
slurred speech and accelerat-
ed heart rate, which changes 
when the appropriate therapy 
is applied.

“This is the kind of technol-
ogy that is making the Skills 
and Simulation Centre a place 
that residents want to train 
in,” said Naik.

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The pimp who forced a teen girl to 
sell her body to more than 100 men 
after luring her into a life of prosti-
tution should be sentenced to a dec-
ade behind bars, a Crown prosecutor 
argued Friday.

Jamie Byron is a “parasite” who 
was “motivated by greed” and bent 
on the sexual exploitation of a dis-
abled orphan when he hustled the 
17-year-old Windsor girl from city 
to city to perform sexual favours for 
men, argued Crown prosecutor Ju-
lien Lalande.

But Byron’s lawyer asked for the 
mandatory minimum five-year sen-
tence for his client, the first to be 
found guilty of human trafficking 
since that section was added to the 
Criminal Code in 2005.

François Dulude accused the 
Crown of trying to make a harsh ex-
ample of the 23-year-old Montreal 
man when there are others who had 
been sentenced to less time for simi-
lar but more serious offences that in-
volved a greater number of victims.

“The Crown is clearly trying to set 
a precedent,” said Dulude outside 
court. “The Crown is saying, ‘Give 
him the stiffest sentence ever re-
ceived.’ ”

Dulude argued Bryon was a young 
man with only two minor convic-
tions who enjoyed strong support 
from his family and had never served 
any time in penitentiary before.

Byron was found guilty in August 
of nine charges, including human 
trafficking, assault and living off the 
avails of a prostitute under the age 
of 18.

Ontario Superior Court Justice 
Bonnie Warkentin, who heard the 
case, said then that Byron used 
threats, intimidation and violence 
to “force her to conform to his wish-
es.” He “managed and controlled” 
the girl and “forced her to turn over 
the money,” Warkentin said.

In a victim impact statement, the 
young woman said she was scared 
when she returned home, constant-
ly looking over her shoulder and 
only went outside with others.

“I was afraid Jamie Byron was go-
ing to have people come find me and 
take me,” she wrote. “I was afraid 
they would take me back to Mont-
real or somewhere and force me 
back into prostitution and hurt me.”

The woman said she had flash-
backs and terrible nightmares. At 
first, she tried to escape the mem-
ories by using drugs and alcohol, but 
has since learned new ways to cope.

The victim told police Byron 
burned her birth certificate and 
stole her health card to control 
her. She called Byron — who would 
head-butt and slap her and pull her 
hair — an animal.

When given a chance to address 
the court, Byron said “jealousy” and 
“emotions” led to the charges, but 
he apologized for the “emotional 
pain” and the lifestyle he “assisted” 
the victim to engage in.

“I’m not the monster this matter 
makes me out to be,” said Byron.

Byron added he was an educated 
man who “made a wrong turn in life” 
and was sorry for his “regretful past.”

Warkentin thanked Byron for his 
remarks, but she warned him, “The 
sentence is going to be a lengthy 
one, whatever I decide.”

A date for the sentencing will be 
set on Jan. 10.

for convicted pimp

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Steven Boone, the HIV-positive man 
who tried to kill his sex partners with 
the disease, wants a cellmate. 

But that’s not because he wants 
more sex, he says. He just wants to 
play board games.

Boone was testifying Friday at 
the hearing of his application to be 
moved out of solitary confinement. 
The self-proclaimed “poz vampire” 
— an HIV-positive person who has 
a goal of spreading the virus — ad-
mitted to having unprotected sex be-
hind bars.

After officials at the Ottawa-Carle-
ton Detention Centre learned of 
Boone’s romantic relationship with 
another inmate, he was transferred 
to the jail’s segregation unit on May 
29, nearly seven months ago.

Since then, the 32-year-old has 
made numerous requests for a cell-
mate and to be moved back to pro-
tective custody, where he had been 
housed. The onus was on the Min-
istry of Community Safety and Cor-
rectional Services to prove that he’s 
being lawfully kept in solitary con-
finement.

After waving to a few supporters in 
the courtroom, Boone took the stand 
Friday and bristled at ministry law-
yer Brian Whitehead’s suggestions 
that he wants a cellmate for sexual 
purposes.

“Sex is really not a concern for me,” 
Boone said. “I am not trying to have 
sex with every cellmate that I’ve 
had.”

Boone said he doesn’t do well by 
himself, and being in solitary con-
finement for 23½ hours a day has 
led to anxiety and panic attacks, 
causing him to vomit and shake un-
controllably. His lawyer said he has 
been on suicide watch and that soli-
tary confinement is “a prison with-
in a prison.”

“I needed somebody to be able to 
talk to and socialize with. That’s why 
I was asking for a cellmate,” Boone 
said, adding that he wanted some-
one to “play cards with, play Scrabble 
and Monopoly” and pass the time.

Boone was convicted last year of 
three counts of attempted murder 
for trying to kill unsuspecting sex 
partners by not disclosing or lying 
about having HIV. He was also con-
victed of other charges, including 
multiple counts of aggravated sexual 
assault and administering a noxious 
substance, his semen.

The two-day hearing of Boone’s ap-
plication ended Friday. It’s now up to 
Ontario Superior Court Justice Rob-
ert Smith whether to order the min-
istry to release Boone from segrega-
tion.

Boone contends he has never been 
given a clear reason why he’s be-
ing kept in segregation, other than 
“liability reasons” or being told he 
should know why. But the ministry 
lawyer argued that Boone knows 
why he’s there and has been given 
plenty of opportunity to provide his 
input.

Boone’s lawyer, Paul Champ, said 
the jail didn’t meaningfully perform 
the five- and 30-day assessments re-
quired to keep his client in segrega-

tion. He said one consensual roman-
tic relationship with another inmate 
doesn’t justify keeping Boone in seg-
regation, and the reasons the jail has 
given for keeping him there have 
been inconsistent.

“He’s no more of a risk of having 
sex than any other prisoner in that 
institution,” he said. He said the real 
reason Boone is being kept in soli-
tary confinement is because of the 
fear he would transmit HIV to some-
one.

Under that logic, “then everyone 
with HIV should be placed in seg-
regation, and that would be a mas-
sive human rights violation,” Champ 
said.

Whitehead said Boone has been 
made aware of the reason he’s in soli-
tary confinement, and that the evi-
dence shows he wants a roommate 
for sexual purposes.

“This isn’t targeting somebody be-
cause of their sexual orientation, and 
this isn’t targeting somebody be-
cause they have HIV,” he said.

While in segregation and after his 
relationship ended, Boone wrote to 
jail officials quoting letters from his 
former lover. He said the inmate had 
signed a statement acknowledging 
he was aware of Boone’s HIV-posi-
tive status before having unprotect-
ed sex with him, court heard.

“I was still hoping the institution 
would let us try to work things out 
and be together,” he said. “I was just 

trying to do whatever I could to get 
out.”

But Whitehead brought up an-
other request by Boone, asking 
for a particular cellmate whom he 
claimed was his cousin and wasn’t 
sexually attractive to him.

However, the man was not his 
cousin, and guards found a separ-
ate letter from Boone in the man’s 
cell with sexually explicit language, 
court heard.

Boone said the explicit language 
was a joke, regarding another in-
mate, that has been taken out of con-
text. Whitehead said that explana-
tion is “simply not plausible or be-
lievable.”

Court also heard that before Boone 
was moved to solitary confinement, 
he issued multiple requests for and 
received condoms and lubrication.

Boone said he and his partner 
didn’t use condoms because his part-
ner refused and used them as water 
balloons instead. Boone said he got 
the condoms in case he needed them 
down the road, and sometimes other 
inmates would come and ask him for 
them.

But Crown prosecutor Meaghan 
Cunningham suggested the reason 
Boone asked for condoms and lube 
was for sexual intercourse with other 
inmates in protective custody.

“Absolutely not,” Boone replied.
Cunningham said it’s also import-

ant to consider why Boone is in jail. 
In an earlier trial, a judge found 
Boone was found to be manipulative 
and to have bragged online about his 
ability to infect others by lying about 
his HIV-positive status, she said.

“Mr. Boone’s situation is unique. ... 
He intends to infect people with HIV 
and acts on that intention,” she said. 
“That makes him a very high risk.”

Those comments were followed 
by Boone’s only outburst of the day. 
From the prisoner’s box, he yelled 
“You’re crazy” at Cunningham as she 
sat down.

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Almost six years to the day after his 
father died of prostate cancer, Ot-
tawa businessman Charles Trem-
blay will mark the anniversary in a 
special way.

On Dec. 18, Tremblay and his wife, 
Dorothy, will be honoured by The 
Ottawa Hospital for their million-
dollar donation to the hospital’s da 
Vinci surgical system. It’s the same 
robotic surgery system that per-
formed the operation that saved 
Charles’s life after he was diagnosed 
with highly aggressive prostate can-
cer at age 56 in January 2012.

“It didn’t seem fair,” said Dorothy. 
“We were planning our retirement, 
our granddaughters were coming 
and then bang, this hit. It didn’t 
seem fair.”

“It’s a reality check,” Charles said.
Three weeks after the surgery, 

their first granddaughter, Corlalie, 
was born. Weeks after that, the 
second, Florence, arrived.

Now 58, Charles is recovered and 
highly active; on a trip to France, he 
and his wife cycled more than 700 

kilometres in two weeks. 
Charles and Dorothy, the founders 

of Junic Construction, are adamant 
that the story is not about them — 
it’s about raising awareness of pros-
tate cancer and helping sustain the 
da Vinci program, which is funded 
through the hospital and private do-
nations. 

“I benefitted from that, being able 
to stay in Ottawa and get my surgery 
here, and I figured, if I can also con-
tribute, then other people can bene-
fit as well from having it locally,” he 
said. 

Charles also hopes that this will 
raise awareness of prostate can-
cer and that men will be more like-
ly to get tested. “Men don’t like to tell 
people they have prostate cancer. It’s 
so important. Men have to get tested, 
and they don’t,” he said. “It’s a very 
psychological issue. It’s hard to deal 
with. You need a lot of support.”

He also hopes that the Ottawa 
community will rally around the 
program. 

“If we can get dual messages out 
there, to make people aware, and 
help out to make people contribute, 

then hopefully ... the program will 
keep on going, which is very import-
ant,” Charles said. 

Dr. Rodney Breau, a surgeon at 
The Ottawa Hospital who treated 
Charles, said that the donation is 
“going to help people immediately.”

“As a surgeon, I’m very apprecia-
tive for people in the community 
who have the good fortune of having 
the resources available to them and 
want to give back,” Breau said.

The money will help fund the ro-
botics program, the maintenance of 
the technology, research and surger-
ies themselves.  

Acquired by The Ottawa Hos-
pital in October 2011, the da Vin-
ci robot allows a surgeon to con-
trol the machine — a contraption 
of surgical arms that enter the pa-
tient’s body and perform extreme-
ly minute, complex surgery — with 
a joystick from a console equipped 
with magnified vision. 

It was purchased through private 
donations and has now been used 
for about 600 surgeries. 

“There’s nothing really robotic or 
automated about it, but it does al-
low us to do very complex surgeries 
in a less invasive way,” Breau said.

Prior to the surgery, Charles and 
Dorothy said they went to YouTube to 
watch videos of the robot. They chose 
it as the best option because the re-
covery time is significantly quick-
er (than conventional surgery). This 
was important to Charles, who was 
anxious to get out and get active. 

“I was hitting cycling season, 
which stressed me because Dr. Breau 
had told me it would probably be 12 
weeks without cycling, so after ap-
proximately three weeks or so ... I 
convinced Dr. Breau that I could bike. 
I’ve never stopped since,” he said.  

“I live more in the moment right 
now. It’s what happens today that’s 
important.”
